Year 7

We have had a very busy start to the school year. Year 1 have settled in
really well and it has been a pleasure getting to know them all. It has
been lovely to see all the children engaged in their learning. Here are

some of the things we have been up to:

In Maths we have been looking at place value. We began the year by counting from
any given number being exposed to mathematical terminology. Year 1 have been
learning their number bonds to 10 being encouraged to write number sentences from
looking at part-whole models. Year 1 have enjoyed using cubes and Cuisenaire rods to
support their understanding.

In English, we have been writing adventure stories
involving mythical creatures. The children edited their
stories with the help of a classmate or two.

In maths, we have been working on place value and numbers up to 10,000!

We had a memorable Anglo-Saxon workshop. From archery to archaeology, there
were loads of interesting and interactive activities throughout the day.

In science, we've started learning about electricity. The children really enjoyed
building and testing circuits.
